Case Studies and Success Stories

Several case studies and success stories back the 
fact that it helps the students’ performance.

A rural school in Chiang Mai in association with an NGO provided tablets to the 
students. Those tablets were preloaded with educational content. After almost a 
year, they reported significant improvement in the performance of the students’ test 
scores.

Monitoring the impact of m-learning apps in regular intervals will provide insights 
for making a data-driven decision. Further implementation or rolling it over can be 
decided by that.
